Please contact the front office for school registration instructions. They are open year-round,
Monday - Friday, 8:00 a.m. —4:00 p.m. and are closed on State holidays. The

ideal registration hours for most schools are 9 a.m. — 11 a.m. After all paperwork is submitted,

your child will be able to start in approximately two days. You do not need to wait for permanent
housing for your child to start school, they can attend a temporary school in the meantime.
However, if housing can provide you with written documentation of your permanent address or
community area, your child may be able to start at their assigned, permanent school while

in temporary lodging. Parents will be expected to provide transportation to and from school in
this circumstance.
